Noncedo Bulana; and SRC presidents Ms Amanda Ngwenya of UCT, Mr Ayabulela Mahlathi
of the University of the Western Cape and Mr Jan Greyling of Stellenbosch University.

This event is organised by The Living Reconciliation Forum: a collaborative project between
UCT Psychology Professor Pumla Gobodo-Madikizela, Private Law Professor Jaco Barnard
Naudé, and the Institute for Justice and Reconciliation. The Living Reconciliation Forum aims
to strengthen the connection between academic scholarship and current debates in civil
society on the continuing need for reconciliation and reparation — in short, to help build a

socially responsive academic ethic.
