UCT Installation Programme for new Vice-Chancellor, Dr Max Price

Dr Max Price was appointed as the Vice-Chancellor for the University of Cape Town on 1 July 2008. His inauguration ceremony on Tuesday, 19 August, will be part of an extensive installation programme. 
The installation programme comprises of a series of activities running from Monday to Thursday, 18-21 August. 

The University will also posthumously honour social anthropologist and the first black lecturer to be appointed to UCT outside of African languages, Professor Archie Mafeje. Commemoration events will mark the 40 years since UCT appointed and then withdrew his appointment due to pressure from the apartheid government, citing the “inability to appoint non-white persons to academic posts, unless allowed to do so in special circumstances”. This resulted in a nine-day sit-in protest by about 600 UCT students and a number of academic staff, demanding that the UCT Council reconsider its decision to withdraw Mafeje’s appointment.
