Media Invite: UCT to host workshop on Green Mining: Beyond
the Myth

The University of Cape Town’s Minerals to Metals unit, is conjunction with Mineral Law in
Africa, will host a one-day interactive workshop focusing on green mining.

According to Professor Dee Bradshaw, the workshop — which is scheduled to take place on
11 August — is aimed at exploring new frontiers and opportunities to shift the mining
sector into a more sustainable paradigm.

He is chairman of the board of AngloGold Ashanti, as well as the JSE-listed Onelogix
Group. Mr Pityana is also the chairman of the UCT Council.

Other speakers scheduled to form part of the workshop are experts in the mining
industry. These include Adjunct Professor Wynand van Dyk, Adjunct Professor Mike
Solomon, Ms Nombini Mehlomakulu, Associate Professor Jenny Broadhurst, Ms Louise

e Post-mining transformation; and
e Operationalising the achievement of the United Nations’ Sustainable Development
Goals (SDGs).
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
